What Does the Board Do?

It is a pleasure to write our second offcial note from the Board to parents. Thank you
SSSPA Offcers for giving us space and thank you Jamie for your amazing talent in news-
letter production.

An often-repeated question around the Saint Sophia community is who is the Board
and what does it do. Since we introduced ourselves last newsletter, in this issue we will
answer the second question.

Saint Sophia School is a 501(c)3. With this status, the Board has the overall responsibility
for setting policy and procedure to make sure the school meets it goals and obligations
for a non-proft. We put the mechanisms in place to ensure we run properly, effectively,
and respectfully. What the Board does not do is manage the daily operations of the
school.

Our primary responsibility is to hire and support the director. That is the only employee
contract we sign. Staff and personnel essentially report to Dr. Brady. Together they make
decisions on a day-to-day basis for the good of the school. The Board’s committees as-
sist Dr. Brady in writing job descriptions, updating contract formats, maintaining suffcient
operations and future development funds, creating public relations and marketing plans,
and any other tasks to help produce a quality educational program. Our fnance commit-
tee creates and monitors the school fhances, prepares and oversees the annual budget,
makes recommendations for tuition and fees, assists in the annual audit, and addresses
any fduciary issues that may arise. This year our committee implemented automated
payroll, bill pay, and tuition collection. To maintain the school’s integrity, the Board con-
tinually reviews policy for legal and ethical standards. Our newly revised By-laws guide
us through Board protocol and our strategic plan helps us fulfll the school’s mission and
vision.

New addition to our board, Marti Frankovich, whom many of you remember as an excel-
lent educator began her term in March. Welcome Marti.

We have a tradition at Saint Sophia School—angels. An angel steps in, steps up, moves
us forward, and keeps us balanced. We never cease to be amazed at the depth of this
resource. This year is no different. We thank Chris Katis for donating over a hundred
hours of service by chairing the public relations and marketing sub-committee.

Congratulations classes of 2005 and 2010. Through the strength and participation of
parents, staff, administration, students, the community, friends, clergy, patrons, and Board
we are once again sending a sixth grade class to its future. In fact, this graduating class
shares a unique marker with another graduating class, the class of 2005. Our frst sixth
grade class graduates from high school this spring. This year is our test for “Building the
Foundation” and Judging from the graduates’ accomplishments, ranging from Sterling
Scholar awards to early graduation, we just may detect some groundwork of excellence.
